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Students Pedal their Way to Romania!





Up to 50 A-level students will be braving the wintary weather, grabbing a bike and getting muddy on Saturday 6th March as they ride up to 30km each to raise funds for disadvantaged children in Romania.





Pro-active students from Brockenhurst College, King Edward the Sixth School, Taunton’s College and Peter Symonds College, amongst others, work every year with The Libra Foundation, a growing local charity that aims to improve the quality of life for disabled and disadvantaged children overseas, while providing a wide range of UK A-level students with personal development in leadership, team work, planning and long-term commitment and loyalty.





This innovative and child-centred programme is currently working across Romania in residential centres for abandoned and/or disabled children, with the impoverished and often segregated Rroma communities and with underprivileged Romanian children. Following year-round training and fundraising in the UK, the students spend two weeks in July working on one of the Libra projects in Romania.
